Christmas has now passed; the new year will be here very soon.  It’s time to get back to our monthly SES wine tastings.  This month, we will be tasting wines from Italy.  Rather than focus on one region, we have selected wines from several different locations.  You can be sure of one thing, though.  All the wines will represent a good value, and all will be good.

In some years, Italy is the world’s largest wine producer, at about 20% of all production, closely matched by France.  It is also one of the oldest wine regions, with history of established wines dating back to 800 BC.  Italians also lead the world in wine consumption, with per capita consumption at about 70 liters per  year.  This number in the US is about 25 liters.  Somehow I think the SES members may be somewhat higher than the US average.

Italy has 20 wine regions, and a system of city names and grape names that can best be described as confusing.  I’ll leave details of this to Erick and John.

We will taste eight wines from Italy, two whites and six reds: 

· 2010 Barone Fini Pinot Grigio from Trentino

· 2009 Vinsoa Falanghina from Campania 

· 2009 Ca Donni Montepulicano D’abruzzo from Abruzzo 

· 2010 Villa Pozzi Nero D’Avola from Sicily

· 2009 Castello Monaci Primitivo Piluna from Apulia 

· 2007 Santi Valpolicella Classico Superiore Solane Ripasso from Veneto

· 2007 Antinori Rosso Toscana from Tuscany 

· 2004 Pertinace Barbaresco Marcarini from Piedmont
